        Four years ago, Heritage began 
helping with a summer lunch program.  
Sponsored by the USDA and distributed 
through local schools, this program 
provides lunch to children whose family 
food budgets are probably strained in the 
summer, when the children are not 
receiving a free or reduced lunch at 
school.          

        Over the years, our church has 
developed a relationship with some of the 
children.  Our youth raised money to take 
some of their new friends to the Georgia 
Aquarium.  (Another trip is being planned 
for this summer.)  The children look 
forward to seeing the volunteers who 
deliver the lunches three days a week.  
We have also given books to the children, 
books that are eagerly devoured by 
excited young readers.          

        This year, our lunch program will 
focus on Evergreen Village Mobile Home 
Park, adjacent to Emerson Elementary 
School.  We’ll set up a meal site at the 
school, and the children will come there 
to pick up their lunches.  We hope to have 
more books to give away, and even have 

time to sit and read to the children.          

        Another way we want to minister to 
these children is through a Backyard 
Bible Club July 21-25.  We also hope to 
enroll some of the kids in our traditional 
VBS in June, using the church bus to 
transport them.          

        Where do you come into the picture?  
We need people with a heart for children, 
who remember the words of Jesus, who 
said, “Leave the little children alone, and 
don’t try to keep them from coming to 
Me, because the kingdom of heaven is 
made up of people like this” (Matthew 
19:14).  We need volunteers to help with 
delivering the lunches, with the Bible 
club, and with reading to the children.          

        If you would prefer to work in 
Cartersville, you can sign up to help 
Douglas Street Methodist Church with 
their lunch distribution.  They are very 
active in ministering to the Hispanic 
community but need volunteers to bring 
the food from the school to the church for 
distribution.          

        We have the opportunity to share the 
good news of Christ through Bible stories 
and brown bags and children’s books and 
smiles.  We can begin today to impact the 
future for these children.  Won’t you 
help?
